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“ For the invisible things of Him from
the creation of the world are clearly
seen, being understood by the things
that are made, even His eternal
power and Godhead; so that they are
without excuse” (Romans 1:20).
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THE TRI-UNIVERSE

In a previous Back to Genesis article,
“The Wonderful Truth of the Trinity”
(Acts & Facts, November 2005), the Bib-
lical doctrine of the tri-une God (or Trin-
ity) was briefly expounded in terms of
some of the key verses of Scriptureteach-
ing it. A comprehensive treatment was
obviously impossible in three pages (en-
tire books have been written on this sub-
ject), but at least the essential truth was
presented, namely that the God of Cre-
ation is one God, in three Persons—
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

This is arguably the most important
doctrine of Christianity—certainly the
most distinctive. This does not mean that
there are three Gods; there is only one
God who created Heaven and Earth and
everything in them. The term “God” as
used in the Bible most commonly refers
to the Father, but the Son and the Holy
Spirit are each also recognized as God.
This concept is so difficult for many to
accept that some have argued that the
three divine Persons are not really three
distinct individuals but merely three
modes in which the one God can express
Himself as occasion demands.

But thisalsoisafalseinvention. There
are many accounts of the Father and Son
and Holy Spirit speaking to each other,
for example. The doctrine of the Trinity
isadmittedly difficult (in fact impossible)

to comprehend fully with our minds, but
it is taught so definitely in God's Word
that we believe it with our hearts.

Skeptics can deride the Trinity doc-
trine as mathematically impossible. One
plus One plus One does not equal One,
but three. Nevertheless, the Bible reveals
God to be a Trinity—one God in three
Persons. Are we naive and credulous to
believe such a thing?

WEell, not really. It is also a remark-
able fact that the divine Trinity, the tri-
une God, has created a great universe
which is itself a trinity, with each of its
three components also structured astrini-
ties. Thiswould not necessarily provethat
God isaTrinity, but it isafact that needs
explanation. Could God have created it
as a model (or type, or analogy) that
would help people understand His own
Nature, at least in some degree?

Consider: The created universe is ac-
tually atri-universe of Space, Matter, and
Time, each permeating and representing
the whole. However, the universe is not
partly composed of space, partly of mat-
ter, and partly of time (like, for example,
the three sides of atriangle). A trinity is
not atrio or atriad, but a tri-unity, with
each part comprising the whole, yet all
three required to make the whole. Thus,
the universe is al Space, al Time, and
all Matter (including energy as aform of
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matter); in fact, many scientists speak of
it as a Space-Matter-Time continuum.

Furthermore, note the parallels be-
tween the divine trinity and the tri-uni-
verse in terms of the logical order of its
three components. Space istheinvisible,
omnipresent background of everything in
the universe. Matter-and-Energy reveal
the reality of the universe. Time makes
the universe understandabl e in the events
occurringinit. Notethat exactly the same
sentence will apply if the words Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit replace the words,
Space, Matter, and Time.

Space itself is aso a tri-unity, com-
prised of three dimensions, with each di-
mension permeating all space. The real-
ity of any portion of spaceis obtained by
multiplying the three dimensions together
(the “mathematics of the Trinity” is not
1+1+1=1, but rather 1x1x1=1). Further,
Space isidentified in the first dimension
seen in the second dimension, experi-
enced in the third dimension. The same
sentence could be used with Father, Son,
and Spirit replacing first, second, and
third dimensions.

Similarly, Timeisfuture, present, and
past. The future is the unseen source of
time, manifest moment-by-moment in the
present and understood in the past. Again
substitute Father, Son, and Spirit.

Finally, Matter is unseen, omnipres-
ent Energy, manifesting itself in various
forms of measurable motion, then expe-
rienced in corresponding phenomena. For
example, light energy generates light
waves, which are experienced in the see-
ing of light. Sound energy generates
sound waves which we experience when
we hear sound.

Thus, the physical universe is a great
“trinity of trinities,” with the inner rela-
tionships of each element modeling the
relationships of Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit. All of this (as cautioned above)
does not prove that God is a Trinity, but
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it certainly is a remarkable fact. It is an
amazing effect, which can at least seem-
ingly be explained on the assumption that
God is atri-une God, and has made His
creation to reflect Himself. In fact it is
very hard to explain any other way.

The above several paragraphs have
been quoted mostly from the foot-
notes supporting Romans 1:20 in The
Defender’s Study Bible. So far as |
know, however, this striking analogy
was first recognized by Dr. Nathan H.
Wood, former president of Gordon Col-
lege in his book The Secret of the Uni-
verse (Warwick Press, 1932), which
included a very laudatory Foreword by
Dr. G. Campbell Morgan, one of the
greatest British Bible teachers of the
early twentieth century. This book was
also reprinted by Kregel in 1978, un-
der thetitle The Trinity in the Universe.

It is therefore a fact that the physical
universe is a great trinity of trinities. But
how about the universe of life? Many ex-
positors have called attention to the fact
that each person isatrinity of body, soul,
and spirit. Each of theseentitiesisreal and
distinct, yet each involves the whole per-
son. The prayer of Paul, in one of hisfirst
epistles was this: “ And the very God of
peace sanctify you wholly; and | pray God
your whole spirit and soul and body be
preserved blameless unto the coming of
our Lord Jesus Christ. Faithful is He that
calleth you, who also will do it” (I Thes-
salonians 5:23-24).

The “soul” isthat part of the person
that is the actual “life” that energizes
the “body,” which then is the material
component that others can see and hear
and touch. The classic Old Testament
verse relating these two is Leviticus
17:11:“ .. .thelife of thefleshisin the
blood.” The Hebrew word for “life” in
this verse is the same word as for
“soul,” and scientists have known for
many years that it is the blood’s circu-



lation throughout the body that main-
tains life in the body.

Thebody’s* spirit,” on the other hand,
is the body’s “breath,” and this also is
essential for maintaining its life (the He-
brew word for “breath” and its New Tes-
tament Greek equivalent are each used
also for “spirit”). It is sometimes hard to
differentiate between soul and spirit for
this reason, but the fact that they are dif-
ferent isconfirmed especially in Hebrews
4:12, which says that “ the word of God
isquick, [that is, alive] and powerful [that
is, energizing], and sharper than any two-
edged sword, piercing even to the divid-
ing asunder of soul and spirit, . . ”

The “spirit” is more than merely the
“breath” of the body, however, for the
person’s spirit somehow is also that en-
tity which partakes of the very image of
God. When the first man was yet an inert
body formed of the dust of the ground,
God “ breathed into hisnostrilsthe breath
of life; and man became a living soul”
(Genesis 2:7). Thus “ God created man
in His own image” (Genesis 1:27). The
breath of God thereby became the image
of God implanted in man’s body of dust
and his living soul.

The analogy with the tri-unity of
God is fairly obvious. The soul is the
life of the body, unseen and intangible
but nevertheless the very basis of the
person’s existence and actions; the
body then is the visible and tangible
manifestation of the soul. Furthermore
the spirit of the person is (like the soul)
invisible and intangible but very real in
its capacity to interact intelligibly with
others, especially with God, including
also the ability to make moral and es-
thetic judgments.

Now animals also possess soul (that
is life), body, and spirit (in the sense of
breath). They alsoin avery limited sense
seem able to interact with other animals
and even human beings on more than a

mereinstinctivelevel; however, they can-
not, so far as we know, comprehend
moral, or spiritual concepts.

To what extent, if any, thisanimal tri-
unity correlated with that of humans in
the beginning we do not know. In any
case, the entrance of sin and death into
the world made drastic changes. Now
there is a vast difference. Death comes
to both men and animals, and “ all turn
to dust again” But then it is “ the spirit
of the beast that goeth downward to the
earth” whilethe spirit of man and “ shall
return unto God who gave it” (Eccle-
siastes 3:20-21; 12:7), consistently with
Paul’s prayer noted above.

In any case, we can infer that both
human life and animal life are actually
trinities (three components in the logical
trinitarian order with each also pervad-
ing the whole). However, the human tri-
unity will be restored to live forever
whereas animals (body, life, breath) will
not. Only men and women arein the im-
age of the eternal God.

Thus, there is a remarkable tri-unity
pervading the physical universe, and also
one throughout the biological creation.
Neither one is perfect, of course. No
model can ever be perfect when the origi-
nal is God Himself. But they are each real
trinities. Each unit is distinctive with its
own function, and yet all three are nec-
essary components of the whole, and
each pervades the whole.

These trinities pervading the creation
may not be perfect reflections of the Cre-
ator. But they are good and realistic
models of the tri-une God who made
them.

It would seem there must be some
good explanation for thisremarkable fact
other than coincidence. A plausible ex-
planation would surely seem to be that
they were deliberately created by God to
help usunderstand, in at least some small
degree, His own tri-une nature. fy

IN THE EARLY EARTH, WERE ALL THE MONTHS

EXACTLY THIRTY DAYS LONG?

Thirty days hath September,

April, June and November;

February has twenty-eight alone,

All the rest have thirty-one,

Except in Leap VYear, that’s the time

When February's days are twenty-nine.
So goes the nursery rhyme which helps
us remember how many days are in a
particular month. Why the difference?
Why aren’t they all the same? Wouldn’t
a perfect creation as described in Gen-
esis have a more regular pattern?

Thelength of the month isroughly tied
to the 29% day cycle of the moon. This
has led to the lunar calendar, used by
many nations throughout history. The
easily recognized appearance of the“ new
moon” facilitatesitsapplication. The He-
brew calendar employed inthe Bibleisa
lunar calendar. Many of the Bibl€'s his-
toric events and/or dates for festivals are
tied to the day of the lunar month or the
phase of the moon.

Our modern calendar’s irregularities,
with months varying from 28 to 31 days,
cause some confusion. Many of the months
are named after Roman gods or Emperors,
and someof thevariety stemsfrom lessthan
scientific reasons. For instance, when a
month was named after Caesar Augustus,
he alegedly insisted it be as long as the
longest month, and “took” aday from Feb-
ruary to add to August. Many have noted
that ayearly cycle would be much smpler
if each month were exactly 30 days, thus
in twelve months there would be 360 days.
Could it have been more regular in the be-
ginning? Did it change at the Flood?

Numerous scholars have pondered
this question with no agreement, but let
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me call your attention to perhapsthe most
important hint in Scripture regarding the
length of pre-Flood months. The Flood
started “In the six hundredth year of
Noah’slife, in the second month, the sev-
enteenth day of the month . . " (Genesis
7:11). It “ prevail ed upon the earth an hun-
dred and fifty days” (v.24). “And the ark
rested in the seventh month, on the sev-
enteenth day of the month, upon the
mountains of Ararat” (8:4).

Between the second month’s seven-
teenth day and the seventh month’s sev-
enteenth day were 150 days. Thus five
months averaging thirty days each were
involved. A very regular order inthe“very
good” (Genesis 1:31) isimplied. Today’s
3654 day year must be an altered rem-
nant of created order.

What could happen to change Earth’s
orbit? Itsangular momentum isvast, and
just like a spinning gyroscope is hard to
adjust, the earth’s motion resists change.
It would take a mighty force to alter it.

The Bible does speak of such an event.
Without giving al the details it indicates
that the great Flood of Noah's day for-
ever atered Earth's systems. If Earth’'s
orbit has changed, this is when it hap-
pened. With the fountains of the great
deep relocating a huge volume of liquid,
moving continents, possible asteroid
bombardment, etc., shifting the location
of much mass, the length of the day, the
length of the year, and thetilt of the axis
could have al changed. We don’'t have
the detailsasto precise amountsor forces
involved, but at least we have certain
knowledge of an event capable of doing
the job. %
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
